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ALONG THE RIDGES BETWEEN MOUNT BOLETTONE AND MONTE BOLETTO IN THE TRIANGOLO LARIAN AREA from
Albavilla to Como.

From Alpe del Viceré in Albavilla to Brunate (Como), along the paths running along the ridges and offering wonderful
panoramas in Nature: Lake Como extending to North, the Grigne Mountain chain imposing to our sight to the Est, Milan, the
plain and the Appennini to the South and majestic Monte Rosa observing us from the West.

TECHNICAL DETAILS

Difference in altitude: 500 m ascent and 700 m descent
Distance: 12 km
Real walking time: 6 hours
Maximum altitude: 1343 m a.s.l.

DESCRIPTION

The path will lead us from Alpe del Viceré (in Albavilla), rich in history and Nature, to Como. A path which follows the ridges
of Monte Bolettone and Monte Boletto, to Brunate and its lighthouse, among hazel and beech trees; a path which offers
wonderful views: Lake Como extending to North, the Grigne Mountain chain imposing to our sight to the Est, Milan, the plain
and the Appennini to the South and majestic Monte Rosa observing us from the West.
Packed lunch in Nature along the path; some mountain huts for coffee and toilets are available.
In Brunate, after reaching the lighthouse, we will take the funicular leading to Como where we will enjoy an aperitif or an
Italian ice cream before coming back to Albavilla by bus.
As there is no bus service from Albavilla to Alpe del Viceré, some cars will be parked in Albavilla and some others in Alpe so
to manage the return independently.

POINTS OF INTERESTS

Paths along Monte Bolettone and Monte Boletto overlooking Lake Como;
Wide view on mountain chains and the plane;

LEVEL OF DIFFICULTY

Terrain: mostly mountain paths and mule tracks sometimes not comfortable;
Gradient: moderate and only sometimes demanding;
Attention points: slippery paths

Itinerary suitable for adults and children/teens over 12 in good health conditions and used to walk on mountain paths,
considering difference in altitude and distance to be walked.
Trekking shoes compulsory with gripping Vibram soles.

Dogs must be on a leash owing to the presence of wild animals in the wood and out of respect for other participants who
could be afraid of or annoyed by them. Please, prevent the Guide.

Around 3.30pm return to como and Albavilla by funicular and bus and back to
cars.
